Man’s best friend is more like us than we know when it comes to the spoken word. Scientists in Hungary discovered dogs not only understand the meaning of the words people spoken to them but also the intonation they used. In other words, they get what people are saying and how they are saying it to them, just like humans do.

A research team in Budapest studied 13 border collies, golden retrievers, Chinese crested dogs, and German shepherds. They trained the family pets to lie for seven minutes inside a machine that measured their brain activity.         (34)         Words that had meaning like “well done ,” “clever,” and “that’s it” were spoken first with praise. The same was done with words that had no meaning like “ as if,” “ however,” and “yet.”
         (35)          The dogs made sense of the meaningful words in the left side of their brains, no matter the intonation. However, that didn’t happen when the meaningless ones were spoken. They also made sense of the intonation in the right side of their brains. Besides, the dogs’ reward center, where becomes active when something pleasant happens, lit up when they heard words of praise with praiseful intonation. That means they put meaning and intonation together to understand what was said. All this showed that dogs deal with languages in similar ways that people do.
